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Job 7:1-4,6-7

Psalm 147:1-2, 3-4, 5-6
1 Cor 9:16-19,22-23
Mark 1:29-39

In a movie titled “Smaller and Smaller
Circles” two Jesuit priests must help solve a
series of child murders in the slums of Manila-
and find the serial killer who’s preying on vulner-
able boys. Fr. Saenz the main protagonist in the
movie was summoned by the killer who was
planning to kill the priest before committing
suicide. The Killer was an abused victim before
becoming a psychopath killer. He asked the
priest: why you want to help me? He added: 1
had only one prayer. “Help”! They know but
they had not done anything! What is waiting for
me? Am I going to hell? The priest said; I do
not know! But we know that we cannot measure
God’s forgiveness. He is merciful! And the
killer replied: “I cannot forgive God”.

The first reading this fifth Sunday
from the book of Job deals with the problem of
how God permit that a just man suffers. This
question: “Why does a just man have to suffer?”
Is one of the most difficult questions to answer as
a priest. When people asked me this question, I
could not help but refer them to read the book of
Job. Despite the torments of losing everything,
his health and suffers a horrible disease but still
he prays: “We accept good things from God.
Should we not accept evil” (Job 2:10)? There-
fore, suffering for a believer is just but a test to
make us the real man and the real woman God
wanted us to be. Just like gold is purified or
tested in fire (Sir 2:5). But Job did not know it
was a test of faith but he did persevere to the end.
Just like us at times, in our life we often do not
know that God just tests us.

In the second reading St. Paul tells us
that in whatever we do, do everything for the
glory of God and he considers preaching as his
vocation.

Both the first reading and the second
reading are link to the message of the gospel.
Jesus is the answer to our sufferings. The healing
of Peter’s mother-in-law and the healing of the
many after sunset and the withdrawing of Jesus
away from the crowd in order to pray and finally
Christ preaches in the synagogues and casts out
demons.

There is no one who could preach
suffering more convincingly than Our Lord
himself who redeems us by his suffering.
Isaiah 53:4,5.6.1011.12: “Our infirmities he
bore..He was pierced for our offenses,
crushed for our sins...By his stripes we are
healed...The Lord laid upon him the guilt of
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us all...He gives his life as an offering for
sin...Through his suffering my servant
shall justify many...Because he surren-
dered himself to death...he shall take away
the sins of many and win pardon for their
offenses.”

The killer in the movie missed
the point of suffering and blame God for
everything! That is why he said: “he can-
not forgive God.”

The profound answer to the
question why a just man has to suffer: Is
the crucified Christ! Therefore, when we
suffer let us unite our suffering with Christ
on the Cross and that makes our suffering
meritorious!

En una pelicula titulada
"Circulos cada vez mas pequefios", dos
sacerdotes jesuitas deben ayudar a resol-
ver una serie de asesinatos de nifios en los
barrios marginales de Manila y encontrar
al asesino quense aprovecha de nifios
vulnerables. P. Sdenz, el protagonista prin-
cipal de la pelicula, fue convocado por el
asesino que planeaba matar al sacerdote
antes de suicidarse. El Asesino fue una
victima de abuso antes de convertirse en
un asesino psicopata. Le pregunt6 al sacer-
dote: épor qué quieres ayudarme? Y afia-
di6: Solo tenia una oraciéon. "Ayuda"! iLo
saben, pero no habian hecho nada! ¢Qué
me espera? ¢Me voy al infierno? El sacer-
dote dijo; iNo lo sé! Pero sabemos que no
podemos medir el perdéon de Dios. iEl es
mise-
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ricordioso! Y el asesino respondio:”Yo no
puedo perdonar a Dios.”

La primera lectura de este quinto
domingo del libro de Job nos dice el proble-
ma de como Dios permite que un hombre
justo sufra. Esta pregunta: “¢Por qué tiene
que sufrir un hombre justo?” Es una de las
preguntas maés dificiles de responder como
sacerdote. Cuando la gente me hacia esta
pregunta, no podia evitar recomendarles que
leyeran el libro de Job. A pesar de los tor-
mentos de perderlo todo, su salud y sufrir
una horrible enfermedad, aun asi, reza:
“Aceptamos las cosas buenas de Dios. ¢No
debemos aceptar el mal” (Job 2:10)? Por lo
tanto, el sufrimiento para un creyente no es
mas que una prueba para convertirnos en el
verdadero hombre y la verdadera mujer que
Dios queria que fuéramos. Asi como el oro se
purifica o se prueba en el fuego (Eclo 2:5).
Pero Job no sabia que era una prueba de fe,
pero perseverd hasta el final. Al igual que
nosotros a veces, en nuestra vida muchas
veces no sabemos que Dios simplemente nos
prueba.

En la segunda lectura San Pablo
nos dice que en todo lo que hagamos, hazlo
todo para la gloria de Dios y considera la
predicacién como su vocacion.

Tanto la primera lectura como la
segunda lectura estan vinculadas al mensaje
del evangelio. Jests es la respuesta a nues-
tros sufrimientos. La curacion de la suegra
de Pedro y la curaciéon de muchos después
del atardecer y el retiro de Jesus del gentio
para orar y finalmente Cristo predica en las
sinagogas y expulsa demonios.

No hay nadie que pueda predicar el
sufrimiento de manera més convincente que
Nuestro Sefior mismo, que nos redime con
su sufrimiento. Isaias 53:4,5.6.1011.12:
“Nuestras enfermedades él llevo... El fue
traspasado por nuestras transgresiones, mo-
lido por nuestros pecados... Por sus llagas
fuimos sanados... El Sefior cargé sobre él la
culpa de todos nosotros... El da su vida como
una ofrenda por el pecado... A través de su
sufrimiento mi siervo justificard a muchos...
Porque se entregb a la muerte... quitara los
pecados de muchos y obtendré el perdon de
sus ofensas”.

iEl asesino de la pelicula no enten-
di6 el motivo del sufrimiento y culpdé a Dios
por todo! Por eso dijo: “no puede perdonar a
Dios”.

La respuesta profunda a la pregun-
ta de por qué un hombre justo tiene que su-
frir: iEs Cristo crucificado! Por eso, cuando
suframos, iunamos nuestro sufrimiento con
Cristo en la Cruz y eso hace que nuestro su-
frimiento sea meritorio!
