Once again, we are back to the
season of Lent. During these forty
days observance of prayer, fasting,
abstinence and almsgiving we are in-
vited to prepare ourselves more rigor-
ously so that we can participate in the
Easter Feast worthily. In our first
reading taken from the Book of Gene-
sis; we can focus our reflection on Is-
rael’s salvation history in preparation
and prefigurement of the redemption
wrought by Christ for the whole hu-
manity. As well as we can recapitulate
the story of Noah, the beginning of
salvation in which God had made a
promise to never destroy creation
again by floodwater. Then, after the
flood there began the “New Creation”
in salvation history. This foreshadows
the New Covenant which is to be ful-
filled in Christ. It is through the ad-
vent of Christ who breaks the long
history of punishment of Israel in ex-
ile and open wide the limitless mercy
and forgiveness brought by the pas-
sion, death and resurrection of Christ.

St. Peter in our second rea-

ding reminded us of the meaning of
the cross and our participation in
salvation through baptism. As Noah
was saved from the flood and began
a new life sealed by the “New Cove-
nant”. The waters of baptism also
bring new life and salvation sealed
through the death and resurrection
of Christ.

However, the gospel during
the first Sunday of Lent traditionally
gives us the theme of the temptation
of Jesus. The motif is penitential in
nature. Although Christ was tempt-
ed, he never succumbs to sin for our
sake. He too is human like us, and
He is like us in all things but sin. He
had shown us a perfect example of
how we can outshine our humanity’s
fallenness by overcoming tempta-
tion through the grace of the Holy
Spirit in us.

Jesus was tempted after he
underwent baptism in the river of
Jordan. Through the waters of bap-
tism too we have been renewed and
we become a new creation. Howev-
er, we still have to overcome the old
self in us and the devil’s temptation
in order to fully participate in the
Easter Feast in newness of life.

Una vez maés, volvemos al
tiempo de Cuaresma. Durante estos
cuarenta dias de observancia de ora-
cién, ayuno, abstinencia y limosna
estamos invitados a prepararnos
maés rigurosamente para poder par-
ticipar dignamente en la fiesta pas-
cual.

Las aguas del bautismo tam-
bién traen nueva vida y salvacion se-
llada mediante la muerte y resurrec-
cion de Cristo.

Sin embargo, el evangelio du-
rante el primer domingo de Cuaresma
tradicionalmente nos presenta el tema
de la tentacién de Jests. El motivo es
de caracter penitencial. Aunque Cristo
fue tentado, nunca sucumbe al pecado
por nosotros. El también es humano
€OMO NOSOtros, y es como nosotros en
todo menos en el pecado. Nos habia
mostrado un ejemplo perfecto de co-
mo podemos eclipsar la caida de nues-
tra humanidad al vencer la tentacién a
través de la gracia del Espiritu Santo
en nosotros. Jests fue tentado des-
pués de ser bautizado en el rio Jordan.
A través de las aguas del bautismo
también hemos sido renovados y lle-
gamos a ser una nueva creacion.

Sin embargo, todavia tenemos
que superar el viejo yo en nosotros y
la tentacién del diablo para poder par-
ticipar plenamente en la Fiesta de
Pascua en nueva vida.
