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The theme of the liturgy this
Sunday centers on Christ who conquered
Satan. That evil is overcome by Christ.
The first reading today tells us of the atti-
tude of everyman after committing sin
and how God deal with sinners. And in
the second reading St. Paul tell us that
suffering can be overcome by the hope on
the Risen Christ.

Like Jesus in the gospel, people
will try to destroy us or damage our repu-
tation. Yes, even if it is intentional or
not! Yet, even at times our superiors
want to put us on ice or on the shelf. But
we should not allow it to become a reason
to ask for a change. Because wherever
we go, we will always take ourselves with
us. However, a change of place does not
always help solve a problem. Neverthe-
less, we should not worry, if we are not
appreciated or like by people or those in
authority over us. We will never ever live
up to their expectations. Rather, we
should leave it up to God to decide for us.
And learn to take every stone they throw
at us as a steppingstone and not as stum-
bling block. A man who crosses a river
can stumble his foot against such stone
and fall into the water, but he can also use
the same stone as steppingstone and walk
across the river safely.
